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This 51-item assessment was designed to help organizations, systems,
and agencies implement trauma-informed care. The Standards of
Practice were developed and reviewed by a workgroup that included
family members, youth, and individuals with lived experience in trauma-
informed care as well as providers from different fields of practice. The
assessment is designed to be used by multi-level teams within organizations.
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The Statewide Collaborative on Trauma-Informed Care (SCTIC) compiled a list of Trauma-Informed Organizational Assessments (TIOA) to
help organizations with implementation of trauma-informed practices and policies. This information was gathered from multiple sources;
SCTIC members and the Children’s Commission cannot guarantee either the accuracy, reliability, or completeness of the information or
the effectiveness of utilizing the TIOA, nor endorse any one TIOA tool. A complete list can be found at TraumalnformedTexas.com and is
intended to serve as a non-exhaustive list. Current as of March 2021.
