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This 46-item self-assessment is designed to be administered to multiple
informants across all organization levels within child welfare agencies,
including caseworkers, supervisors, managers, and administrators. It is a part
of the larger Trauma-Informed Child Welfare Practice Toolkit that includes a
number of resources for child welfare systems. This assessment was developed
to align with the Essential Elements of Trauma-Informed Child Welfare
resource developed by the National Child Traumatic Stress Network (NCTSN).
