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This 34-item assessment, created by the National Council for Community
Behavioral Healthcare, allows for participation from leadership, supervisors,
practitioners, consumers, and support staff. The assessment is geared toward
organizations that provide behavioral health services, but it has been adapted for
useinprimary care settings. The assessment is designed for a variety of sources for
data collection, including interviews with leadership, staff, and clients; review of
clinical records, policy documents and formal surveys; and in-person observation.
